The anniversary of the March on Washington sheeldind us of the need to share our history with young
people to remind them, and ourselves, that we must work to Okeep our eye on the prizeO and Okeep the dream
alive.O

The
Foundation has chosen to focus its efforts and resources on education. We believe that a quality education is the
single most important factor in ensuring the success of our youth. As African Americans move up the education
ladder, he blackwhite income gap has all but disappeared and on average, at the Doctorate level, we have
surpassed whites. According to an articl&'lre Journal of Blacks in Higher Education, Spring, 2003, “It is

almost certain that a college education, more than any other factor, serves to break down racial
stereotypes, increase opportunities for African Americans, and decrease the black-white economic gap.”

Unfortunately, the current economic downturn with the subsequent decrease in financial aid colleges
ard universities offer students, places the continual education progress of African Americans at risk.
For example, simply shifting $1000 per year from grants (free money) to student loans significantly
increases the attrition of African American collegadeints. The widening racial wealth gap has

become a serious barrier to higher education attainment. A recent Federal Reserve Board study
reports that the average net worth of African American familidssis thanone tenth that of white
families. The &ct that most families use savings to fund their childrenOs education, suggests that many
deserving students will be unable to afford higher education without significant external support.

The above demonstrates the need for organizations like MMHMFateatommitted to establishing a safety net for our
students. We encourage young people to seek higher education, we provide them with information on various sourc
financial aid, we keep telling them they can succBedways trying to build their setonfidence, and finally, we seek to
provide modest funds

Heniy L. Marsh, Ill, an honors
graduate of Maggie L. Walker High
School, received a B. A. degree fron
Virginia Union University, Cum
Laude, in 1956 and earned his lay
degree at Howard University in 1959
He is a member of the Virginia Bal
and is admitted to pctice before the
Supreme Court of Virginia, the
Supreme Court of the United State
the Court of Appeals for the Fourth
Circuit, the United States District
Court for the Eastern District of
Virginia and the United States
District Court for the Western Dtigct
of Virginia.

Marsh began his legal career in 196
with the firm of Hill, Tucker and
Marsh and became a partner in 196
Upon joining the firm, he
immediately enlisted in the fight
against the policy of "massive
resistance" which was Virginia's
respamse to theBrown v. Board of
Education caséde has been involved
in some of the most important civil
rights cases in Virginia and the
United States for forty years. He
served as lead counsel at the trial ar
appeals level and he argued Patters
v. American Tobacco Company|
before the Supreme Court of the
United States. Mr. Marsh wasg
counsel in Gravely v. Robb that

resulted in singlenember districts
for the General Assembly of Virginia.,
He is considered one of the leadin
trial and appellate attorneys ir
Virginia. He has received numerou
honorary degrees and awards. H
recently merged with another firm td
form the law firm Hill, Tucker,

Marshand Jackson of which he is the

Senior Partner Henry Marsh served g
the Richmond City Council from 1966
to 1991. The respect he earned from h
colleagues and the public wa
demonstrated by his election as V\iice
Mayor in 1970, and in 1977 by hig
election as Richmond's first African
American mayor.

In 1991, Henry Marsh was elected g
Senator of the 16th Senatasbict. He
won the Democratic nomination for the
newly created senate district, by a wid
margin over four strong competitors. H
was reelected to serve a second term

the Virginia State Senate in 1995 and
third term in 1999.

Henry Marsh has servehis city, state
and nation as a leader in governme
and civic affairs. In 1981, while serving
as Mayor of Richmond, he was the ho
Mayor of the National Conference o
the Black Agenda for the 80's in
Richmond, Virginia. This historic event,
attended by /500 leaders, marked thg
only gathering in the nation's history o
a broad cross section of African

American local, state and federq
officials.

He is a cefounder of Richmond
Renaissance', a biracial pubpdvate
partnership whose goals are to preser
promote and develop the City o
Richmond. He is also efmunder of the
Metropolitan Economic Developmen
Council, that has helped to bring scorg
of new businesses and thousands of jo
to Central Virginia. He was founder o
Blacks Mobilized Against Gme, which
has helped to raise community
awareness of crime prevention. He hg
served as President of the Nation
Black Caucus of Local Elected Officialg
and as a member of the Board ¢
Directors of the Nationdleague of

Cities. He recently formed thfeupport
Committee for Excellence in Publig
Schools whose mission is to improv
the public school system by involving
the entire community in the educationg
process.

Marsh's recent accomplishments inclug
the establishment of the New
Millennium Leaderstp Institute and as
founder of the Unity Day Celebration
Committee, hosts Richmond's Annug
Juneteenth Celebration. Marsh also w
elected to serve as Chairman of Th
Martin  Luther King, Jr. Memorial
Commission.
